
Using the KC Towers Catalog 

The primary catalog you will search to find books in the Kansas campus library, or books from other libraries that you 

can request to checkout is the KC Towers Catalog. There is a separate tutorial for using the catalog for books at 

Oklahoma City University. 

You can search by Keywords, Author, Title or Subject. 

You can select Saint Paul from the dropdown or you can search the entire catalog, which includes several institutions in 

KC area. 

You can limit your search to specific types of material.  Note, if you want to search for eBooks only, select Saint Paul as 

well, because there is no way for you to borrow eBooks that belong to a different library. Using eBooks is covered in 

another tutorial. 

 

  



Your search results will look like this. In this example I have searched the entire catalog.  I see there is a copy available, 

but from a different library.  I can click the button to request it. 

 

You can also look at the detailed record for a book, and you can make a request from there as well. 

 

  

  



To complete your request, you will need to enter your name and campus ID number. 

 

You can request to pick the book up at Saint Paul or another location if it is more convenient. 

 

 

  



If you are not finding what you need in KC Towers, you can also Search MOBIUS, a wider catalog, and request an item. 

Again, you can choose to pick up at Saint Paul or another library if it is closer to where you live.
